With the closure of Tethys Ocean sedimentary deposits were folded and the withdrawal of water has created the Zagros Mountains. Zagros Basin, due to the enormous hydrocarbon resources (oil and gas) as well as from the perspective of history of geological development of Iran, is very important.
Dr. Morteza Pirouz, one of the leading researchers of Caltech University of America, has done extensive studies on the Zagros Basin.
